Article submitted July 2010:
Greetings:
So you want to sew----some quick hints from me.
1.  WASH all material first--if it says dry clean, cut a 4 " square and test wash to see if you can, if 
it's natural you should be able to.
2.  Have an IRON standing by whenever you are sewing garb to press ALL the seams as you sew 
them.
3.  Keep a journal of what you did so if you want to report to A&S you can, or if you want to make 
it again, it saves lots of time.
4.  Hem your garb using a running stitch, it's quick and easy.
5.  Use a straight pin or pencil mark to ID the wrong side of your material.
6.  Sew across pins if you have to.
7.  Mark your sewing machine with tape or perm. marker at your basic guage mark (1/2" or 5/8") 
so you can see it easier--in fact run the line out towards you. 
8.  To quick press a linen seam--use your fingernails or something metal to run along the seam 
line, also at the same time slightly pull on the material to separate the layers.
9.  If your hem is curved, sew a seam near the edge with the longest stitch length and use those 
threads as a gathering line to make a smoother hem--in other words fine gathers instead of 
chunky pleats to take up the extra material.
10. ASK ME for help if you are stuck--my phone number is available.

• The SCA Model Release Form is needed for all photographs where an individual’s facial 

features  are  identifiable  (not  obscured  by  helmets,  garb  or  shadowing)  in  the 
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photograph.   The  SCA  Model  Release  Form is  not needed  if  an  individual’s  facial 
features are not identifiable.
